Sutherland Pool Rules

1. The pool hours are 7:00am to 10:00 pm. 
2. The pool and facilities are for members in good standing and their guests only. A guest is defined as a non-resident. 
3. Glass is not allowed in the pool or on the pool deck. 
4. No smoking is permitted in the pool, on the pool deck or at the clubhouse.

5. Children that are not fully potty trained must wear swim diapers.

6. Children under 12 must be accompanied by an adult (18 or older) at all times (lifeguard or not). 

7. No animals or pets allowed in the pool enclosure.
8. The gate must be closed at all times. Propping the gate open is not permitted. Do not open the gate to individuals without a pool pass.
9. No person with diarrheal illness or nausea should enter the pool. 
10. No gum, glass, sharp objects or hazardous materials allowed in or around the pool. 

11. No food allowed within five feet of the pool. No drinks in pool, including solo cups or cans in koozies.  
12. No skateboards, bikes, roller blades or similar are permitted in the pool area. 

13. Bathers with open wounds, skin conditions, or any communicable condition not allowed. 

14. Individuals should not swim alone. 

15. Bathing attire must be worn at all times. 

16. No spitting, spouting or blowing nose in the pool.
17. Music should be enjoyed at low volumes in consideration of other guests.

18. No running, jumping or horseplay allowed on pool deck. No diving in any area of the pool.  

19. Improper behavior: e.g. vulgar remarks, profanity, intoxication, indecent behavior is prohibited.
20. Violation of pool rules will result in fines and/or suspension.  
There will be a zero tolerance policy when it comes to following the rules for the pool and amenity areas. You are responsible for the actions of your children and your guests. Please treat the amenities and your neighbors with respect. If these pool rules are not followed, the Association has the right to fine an owner and revoke the owner's right to use the amenities as provided for in the Association’s Declaration and By-Laws. Rules are subject to change without notification.
